2) In giving directions: Titus 1.9.

2. Receiving guidance from God: 

a) The example of Jesus: John 5.19.

b) Through the Scriptures (familiarity with the Bible): Joshua 1.8,

c) Through the leading of the Holy Spirit (familiarity with the Holy Spirit in 

prayer): John 16.13, I Corinthians 6.19.

3. Listening carefully and prayerfully to people, trying to understand them:

b) Called to take heed of what and how we hear: Mark 4.24, Luke 8.18.

4. Paying for the specific needs of the people:
