1. Three main characteristics of women: 

Strong points being used by God:

a) Compassion for humans - often involved in charity ministry: 

Acts 9.39 (Dorcas).

Ephesians 5.26.

b) Serving attitude (women close to Jesus to the end) - often good deacons: 

John 20.11-18.

Mark 15.40-41.

Mark 16.1.

c) Spiritual sensitivity and openness to the spirit world - often used by God 

in prayer and intercessory ministry:

Acts 1.14.

Acts 12.12-13.

2. Three weaknesses: 

a) Vulnerability (easily hurt, bitterness, wounds): John 10.11-13.

b) Rejection - need of acceptance: Philippians 4.2-3.

c) Competition - need of recognition: Philippians 4.2-3.

3. Healing of lives - being useful to God: 

Acts 28.3-10 and James 3.7-10.

a) Apostle Paul being hurt while serving people’s needs: Acts 28.3-6.

b) Paul being healed and used by God in a more powerful way: Acts 28.7-

10.

c) Tongue and words hurt people, like poison: James 3.7-8.

d) Forgiving is a key to healing of lives (Hebrews 3.7-8) and moving in a 

new direction.

e) The Lord’s forgiveness is the example and the way to godliness: Matthew 

6.12-15, 18.21-35.
